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Background

Release 3.1 is the final release of e-dealing by Land Information New Zealand (LINZ) before 100% e-lodgement becomes mandatory. With this release you’ll be able to complete the majority of your conveyancing work by e-dealing. 
The Property Law Section (PLS) and LINZ have worked together to produce this Practical Bits ‘n’ Pieces document. You’ll find this document a useful and practical reference tool for when you’re completing e-dealings.

 In this document you’ll find…

· Details about the instruments introduced with Release 3.1.

· Information about new functionality introduced with Release 3.1.

· How the changes in Release 3.1 affect your day to day work.

We’re sending you this document in advance of the Release 3.1 presentation so you can read through it and note any questions you may have. 

Both LINZ and PLS representatives will be available at the presentation to answer your questions.

Instruments

In total, a further 184 instruments will be introduced with Release 3.1. High volume instruments will be automatically and instantly registered without the need for checking by LINZ.
Seven of these new instruments will be ‘Template’ instruments. They display with interactive fields, allowing most of the instruments to be automatically and instantly registered. If any text or additional clauses are added, LINZ staff will check the text of those clauses prior to registration. The instruments currently available are all Template instruments, bringing the total number of Template instruments available after Release 3.1 to 44.
The remaining 177 instruments will be ‘Image Only’, meaning you will simply attach the forms you currently use to your e-dealing. Image Only instruments will all be Lodge instruments as the information you attach will need to be checked by LINZ. 
The few exceptions relate to instruments that are from legislation other than the Land Transfer Act that require LINZ to sight original documentation. Those instruments will form part of the exception process that require lodgement in paper. 
This document will cover in further detail the seven new Template instruments and the Image Only instruments.
New Template Instruments
· Variation of Mortgage
· Memorandum of Priority
· Transmission
· Caveat
· Notice of Claim
· Change/Correction of Name (Mortgagee)
· Change/Correction of Name (Proprietor)
Variation of Mortgage

The available fields are the same as those that display on the Prepare Mortgage screen.

Only the information that is changing needs to be referred to in the variation. The details of any change will show in the Preview and that is how the registered instrument will appear.

The most common change is the Priority Amount. If there are any other changes that fit within the fields provided then use those. e-dealing also caters for a specific change in terms and conditions by the addition of text.

On a practical note, be aware that you are not constrained by the size of the fields on screen. You can type more than two hundred characters in any of those fields, then select Preview at the bottom left of the screen to check what you have typed.

A search of the registered variation will simply recite the change, such as the new Priority Amount.

Memorandum of Priority

This will appear different to the paper form. Mortgages (and any other financial encumbrances) will display in the drop down menu for the Affected Instrument No column and will be listed in numerical order and won’t take account of any earlier Memorandum of Priority that currently appears on the title.  To change the order, simply select the New Ranking and then select the correct instrument number you want to display as first, second etc.
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Note: If the same Mortgage is registered on multiple Titles then a different ranking may be chosen for each Title.

Previewing the instrument will allow final checking before signing by the solicitor.
Transmissions – General Overview
A number of Transmission types can be selected within the screen options.

These are…
· By Survivorship

· To Executor or Administrator

· Simultaneous deaths

· To Official Assignee under Insolvency Act 2006 (or 1967 Act if applicable)
· To the Crown as Bona Vacantia

· Under s324 Companies Act 1983 or Part 13 Companies Act 1993 (amalgamation)
· Pursuant to Joint Family Homes Act 1964

Transmission can be used for any interest capable of being dealt with by Transmission such as a lease or mortgage.
There is no requirement to provide LINZ with any supporting documentation that would have traditionally been needed to accompany a paper Transmission. The conveyancing professional confirms the supporting documentation is held for the Certifications made.

Accordingly, do not attach the Death Certificate, Probate, Letters of Administration etc. to your e-dealing. You will, however, be required to provide these in any Compliance Review and must have copies on file.
When to use Add Text or Add Image

As all combinations of Transmission are addressed in the Template variants, it is only in very rare circumstances that additional clauses or wording would be added.

Examples of this could be where there are multiple combinations of joint tenancies. If they have the same name in various tenancies on multiple titles and a father and son share the same name. The Clarify Intent option could be used to confirm which of those tenancies is affected.  

It is possible to add clauses by additional text or attachment in these options…
· Complex/Exception

allows a Clarify Intent option

· Complex/Exception

allows Add Image

· Lease/Mortgage/Other
allows Add Text and/or Add Image

· Other


allows Add Text and/or Add Image
Hint: Reference to ‘Date interest acquired’ means date of death in a Transmission by Survivorship. This can also mean the date of amalgamation of a company. 
Transmission Types
By Survivorship

This is the most common of Transmission types. Where there are two proprietors holding title as joint tenants, the screen will default to Transmission by survivorship. 

Executor/Administrator

This is the next most frequent Transmission type after survivorship. This works in the same way as paper, which means the Transmission cannot occur until Probate or Letters of Administration have been issued.
These options can be selected from the drop down list in Transmission Type.
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Official Assignee
Where there is a Transmission to the Official Assignee, a court order of adjudication is a prerequisite. Enter the date of the court order in the Date Acquired field.

While most orders will be under the Insolvency Act 2006, provision is made for selection of the Insolvency Act 1967. This will cover the rare situation where you wish to deal with an order made under the old Act.

Company

This option is used when a company is removed from the Register or for an amalgamation. Reference needs to be made to the date of the court order or resolution as appropriate.

There is a drop down list of common entities that would be used for a s324 application such as the Public Trust.
Bona Vacantia

This is a rare Transmission type that can also be dealt with by e-dealing. This would ordinarily vest in Her Majesty the Queen.
Change/Correction of Name (Proprietor)
This will appear differently to the paper equivalent of these forms. The screen will display with all proprietors listed in the order they currently appear on the title.  It is then a matter of selecting the name(s) to be changed or corrected.
The normal requirement of a statutory declaration applies. This would include the Marriage Certificate etc as an annexure to the declaration. You would also need an A&I form as the solicitor will be certifying the instrument.
There is no ability to attach an image in any mode if screen. Accordingly, while all of the supporting documentation is required it is held off the register and would be provided as evidence in support of certifications made for any Compliance Review.
Note  Do not attach a Marriage Certificate or Certificate of Incorporation. That information is held off the register.
There are eight options…
· Change of Name


· Registered Proprietor

· Mortgagee / Encumbrancee

· Lessee

· Other

· Correction of Name

· Registered Proprietor

· Mortgagee / Encumbrancee

· Lessee

· Other

Registered Proprietor
A company that has acquired property over a number of years will often have multiple variants of the company name shown on the title. For example, ‘Limited’, ‘Ltd’, ‘A.B. Ltd’, ‘A B Ltd’. Where a bulk sale or refinancing is required, the need arises to bring all titles into identical proprietorship, which would include reconciliation of capitals, full stops and spaces. Obviously, the definitive source is the Certificate of Incorporation from the Companies Register. If there has been a change of name, it is necessary to obtain historical evidence from the Companies Register. The same evidence must be held on file.

The screen will always open in this option. It is simply a matter of ticking the box of the proprietor(s) affected. The name will then copy down into the applicant field to be edited as appropriate.
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The Display Resulting Ownership option is also available as a final check.
Mortgagee/Encumbrancee

This screen displays all mortgages and other encumbrances on that title. It includes the instrument number, type and name. Again, it is simply a matter of ticking the box of the mortgagee(s) or encumbrance(s) affected. The existing name will copy over into the New Name field for editing as necessary.
There is no ability to Add Text or Add Image in this option.
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Lessee

As the name would suggest, the Lessee option is used for the change or correction of name of a lessee. If there is no separate title issued for the leasehold interest, LINZ staff will automatically issue a new one for that leasehold interest at the time of registration. The dealing will step down to Lodge to allow LINZ to issue the new title.

Other

This option caters for anything other than the change or correction of a proprietor, mortgagee, encumbrancee or lessee. This could include the change of name in a registered Forestry Agreement.

Multiple Titles

Change/Correction of Name (Mortgagee)
This new Template instrument is the same as Change/Correction of Name (Proprietor). The name of existing mortgagees on the title will display for selection.

Caveat
The electronic Template is virtually identical to the paper Caveat. This instrument is always Lodge as it is necessary for LINZ to check the nature of the interest claimed and to issue notice to the registered proprietor.
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The key difference is the Caveat will not be signed by the client but by the solicitor pursuant to the A&I. LINZ acknowledges that in paper the solicitor can sign as authorised agent of the caveator. Because of this, LINZ will relax its requirement for an A&I if the certifying solicitor is signing as agent and there is a letter, file note or other record of the client’s instructions.
If working in the Part of Land/Complex mode it is necessary to define the part of land that will be affected. For example for a proposed sub division the Part of Land/Complex mode will activate the Add Image button.
On a practical note, it is preferable to obtain an A&I from the client for a Caveat so the certifications made by the solicitor are effectively attributed to the client. This could become very relevant if a claim is made by the proprietor for wrongful registration of the Caveat.
Notice of Claim
The electronic Template is virtually identical to the paper Notice of Claim.

It provides three options to describe the nature of the relationship…
· Marriage

· De Facto

· Civil Union

The location, marriage date or duration should also be specified as required in the paper form.

As with a Caveat, this instrument is always Lodge as it is necessary for LINZ to check the derivation of the interest claimed and to issue notice to the registered proprietor.
Caveator’s Consent

Historically, where a Caveat existed on a title, the special certification would display, requiring the certifier to confirm that the caveator’s consent had been obtained. That covered most scenarios, but didn’t allow for the following exceptions…

· the withdrawal of Caveat was in a prior pending dealing

· an application to lapse the Caveat had been made

· the instrument(s) were within the permitted exception of the Caveat

· the instrument(s) dealt with an interest or estate not affected by the Caveat

In order to resolve the issue, the options that display when there is a Caveat or Notice of Claim on the title cover all of these contingencies.

This occurs at the time of signing and you will be presented with a list of options to choose from where a Caveat or Notice of Claim exists on the title. These options appear in the special certifications part and the options are by example…

· I certify that the caveator under Caveat Number 123456.7 has consented to this transaction which is subject to the Caveat, and I hold that consent

· Caveat Number 123456.7 is being withdrawn or removed or an application to lapse will be made, in a prior dealing or in the same dealing
· Caveat Number 123456.7 does not apply to the estate or interest affected by this transaction
· Caveat Number 123456.7 is limited in its effect and does not forbid the registration of this transaction
· Caveat Number 123456.7 will lapse as a result of registration of this transaction pursuant to section 141(3) of the Land Transfer Act 1952
Selection from the list allows the wording appropriate to the circumstances to be used. The last option will only display for a Transfer Power of Sale (i.e. Mortgagee Sale Transfer).
Claimant’s Consent  
The same options above exist where a Notice of Claim is registered on the title. The wording is the same as for a Caveat except for the use of the words Notice of Claim and claimant being used in place of Caveat and caveator.
Image Only Instruments 
There will be 177 ‘Image Only’ instruments in Release 3.1. This means there is no template for the instrument and you will simply use the existing forms and attach them to your e-dealing.  
Most firms hold the forms electronically, whether on a third party supplied suite of forms or in-house. Those forms should be completed and customised for the client and then attached to the instrument header by selecting the Attach Image button on the relevant instrument screen. 

All Lodge instruments that require an image to be attached will display with a paper clip icon in the Create Dealing screen. They will also display a No in the Attached column; once the image is attached, this will change to Yes.
There are two sub-groups of Image Only…

· Instruments prescribed under the Land Transfer Act

· Instruments prescribed under any other legislation

The distinction is required to identify which instruments require an A&I form. As a general rule, anything under the Land Transfer Act will require a client A&I or other authorisation.

Any instrument not prescribed under the Land Transfer Act will generally not require an A&I. It will be signed by the client, scanned and uploaded into Landonline as part of the instrument.

Land Transfer Act Instruments
There are 38 instruments instruments that will be different to the paper format in the following respects…

· No date

· No client signature

· No witnessing

· No signing correct

· An A&I is required (some exceptions such as Order for New Title)

These are not required as the header information on the Prepare Screen contains the date. The conveyancing professional signs the instrument in reliance upon the ‘off the Register’ supporting documentation such as an A&I form. As part of the certification process under s164A of the Land Transfer Act there is no witnessing or signing correct required.
Also there is no need to deal with a hard copy paper version of these 38 instruments. An example of the steps showing why there is no need to print or scan is as follows…

· Customise the form held electronically such as an Easement Instrument to suit the requirements.

· Send that electronically to your client as an email attachment and have the client confirm it.

· Have the A&I signed (no need to attach the Easement terms).

· Go to the Prepare screen in Landonline for the Easement Instrument in the dealing. Attach the final form of Easement by browsing and selecting from your computer.

· Certify and Sign as normal. 
Accordingly, all of these Image Only instruments will be signed by the conveyancing professional and submitted to LINZ electronically for checking and registration.
A  sample Easement Instrument form is attached in the appendix noting the removal of Attestation provisions.
(There are some exceptions where, although the statute that creates the instrument is not the LTA, it creates an interest under the LTA. For example, a joint family homes application under the Joint Family Homes Act 1964.)
Note: The table of 38 Image Only instruments that require an A&I or other relevant authorisation is in the appendix. All of these instruments will be Certified and Signed by the Conveyancing Professional.
Non Land Transfer Act Instruments

There are a number of infrequently used instruments that are created by legislation other than the Land Transfer Act (LTA). For example, the Unit Titles Act (UTA) has a prescribed form for application to register a change of body corporate rules. That form cannot have certifications made under the Land Transfer Act without amendment to the UTA. For that reason, any such instrument must be signed by the client or in this case the secretary of the body corporate. It is then scanned and uploaded into Landonline as part of the instrument. 

As the solicitor electronically signs the e-instrument, it is not necessary to sign the form correct for the purposes of the LTA. The solicitor will not be making any certifications and no check boxes will display for those instruments.

An A&I is only required for any instruments that have certifications under the LTA. Those that don’t have certifications are the instruments signed by the client and this part appears on the register in a similar fashion to the old paper system.
Note: The table of 139 mainly non LTA instruments that require the parties to sign is in the appendix. All of these instruments will be signed by all of the parties to the instruments (including witnessing as appropriate) They will need to be scanned and attached to the instrument in the e-dealing. No A&I form is required for these instruments as they are signed personally by the parties.
This inevitably raises a few practical questions.
Why not simply have the client sign everything?

The solicitor signs on behalf of the client using the Digital Certificate. This applies the same principle used for other e-dealing instruments such as Transfers and Mortgages.


To have the client sign would be duplication. If this were allowed on the Register there would be inconsistency. When searched, some instruments would show the client’s signature and others would not. 


If the client attestation part remained on the face of the instrument but was left blank, it would appear confusing on searching as it could appear to be unsigned, despite the solicitor having signed using their Digital Certificate.  


So what does the client sign then?


The client will sign an A&I or provide other appropriate written authority. (For example, a letter from the bank authorising a Variation of Mortgage or Memorandum of Priority.)

Why not have the client sign as well?


For the reasons stated in answer to the first question, it would be confusing to have an ad hoc approach where some are signed by the client and the solicitor as part of the Register while others are not.

How is the solicitor protected then?


Having the client sign the instrument will not absolve the solicitor from a subsequent claim by the client. For example, if a complex Easement was simply signed by the client without any communication to confirm it was in accord with their requirements, it would not be a defence to merely say ‘well the client signed it’.


It would be usual to have a clear record of the client brief, an exchange of letters or email confirming any amendments and the final document. This exchange forms the basis of protection for the solicitor. Having the client initial the final document would be an option, but the initialled copy would not form part of the Register.


What needs to be attached to the A&I?

From a compliance review perspective, the wording or clauses of the instrument do not need to be attached to the A&I. The review by LINZ is to ensure that there is correct identification of the party being signed for, that they had capacity, that statutory requirements were met and that the evidence will be retained for ten years.

The statutory requirements do not extend to the content. Accordingly the detail required for image only instruments are… 

· the title(s) affected

· the name of all parties 

· proof of identity as appropriate

· the instrument type

· the interest affected or claimed as appropriate

(NB the only reason that mortgages have more detail is due to this being a requirement of the banks).
It is up to the firm concerned to determine whether the detail of the instrument is attached for the Image Only instruments; there is no such LINZ or NZLS requirement. That does not negate the need for disclosure to the client as required by statute.
A sample A&I form is in the appendix.

Search Options

There is a new ‘Select Inst…’ button on the Create Dealing screen. That takes you to the following sub screen…
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The option of Enter Keyword is a new feature of Landonline. This will enable you to more easily search for less frequently used instruments where you may not know the instrument’s quick code or full name. 
For example, inserting the keyword ‘consent’ will return all instruments with that word in the name for that instrument. In this example, three instruments are shown containing that word. Select the one you want by ticking the relevant checkbox and then use the Select button on the right hand side to return the instrument to the Create Dealing screen.

Subdivision/New Titles

All subdivisions will now be completed by e-dealing. A new feature on the Create Dealing screen allows for automatic selection of the most common instruments for the three most common subdivision types… 

· Fee Simple

· Unit Title

· Cross Lease

LINZ conducted an analysis of new title dealings and identified the common instruments specific to subdivisions for the three main types noted above. The most common is a ee simple subdivision followed by unit title developments. For the sake of completeness, cross lease subdivisions were also included noting the common instruments such as lease surrenders and new leases. While there are few new cross lease developments there are a high number of restructures or redefinitions, mainly in the case of a changed foot print of a permanent structure for existing cross leases. 

The selection of subdivision type is made from the Select Inst… button and the Select Transaction drop down list.

The standard instruments for each type of subdivision will automatically display. For example, if a Unit Plan Subdivision is selected, the following instruments will display:
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If there are multiple occurrences of a particular instrument, change the number on the right as appropriate.
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Title Selection
Selection of the relevant titles can be made in the Search Instrument Type screen or from the Create Dealing screen. The Modify Titles button takes you to the same Enter Titles screen you would access from Create Dealing.

The Plans for Deposit box on the top right of the Create Dealing screen is closely linked with entering new titles.
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By selecting the plan type and entering the number, all pre-allocated titles for that plan will be available for selection in the Enter Titles screen. As noted above, that screen may be accessed from Create Dealing by clicking in the Title Ref column or from the Modify Titles… button in the Search Instrument Type screen. 

You may enter the relevant titles here or in the Create Dealing screen once the instruments are returned to the Instruments panel when selected. 
You may delete an unused pre-allocated title if it is not required. For example, where a title has been allocated for a vesting as road.
You may add titles as well if required. For example, a Supplementary Record Sheet (SRS) in a Unit Title Subdivision.
If you need additional titles that are not shown as pre-allocated, select the Create New Title… button in the Enter Titles screen and nominate how many new titles are required. This will return that number of titles into the Enter Titles screen. 
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Those titles will show as Pending in the Title Status column to clearly differentiate from Live and Pre-allocated titles.
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The selection and matching of relevant titles with instruments in a new title dealing is best performed in the Create Dealing screen once all instruments for the whole dealing have been selected.
Territorial Authority Certification

As was the case in paper, it is important to check with the surveyor and council as to whether the pre-requisite certificates have been received and lodged with LINZ prior to submitting the new title dealing.

A number of the larger Territorial Authorities now provide their certifications (such as s223 or s224 certificates) directly to LINZ electronically.
Instrument Table
The list of instruments that require certifications (and by implication A&Is) is in the appendix to this paper. 
The infrequently used Image Only instruments that don’t require any certifications and need to be signed by the client can be identified in the Create Dealing screen. 

If in doubt, click on A&I (view the Create A&I Form or Print Preview) and see if the relevant instrument displays. If it does, certifications will be required together with an A&I. The client will not sign the instrument.

If it doesn’t display in the A&I then there will be no certifications and an A&I will not be required. The client will sign the instrument and it will be uploaded into Landonline by using the Add Image button.

Even if you don’t use the Landonline generated A&I, this is an easy way to check if one is required.

Certifications
Generally any instrument that is not a Land Transfer Act (LTA) instrument will not require statutory certifications under the LTA. There are 139 of these Image Only instruments; they are low-volume instruments that will be signed by the client and no A&I will be required.
Such examples include Change of Rules for a Body Corporate or Certificate under the Public Works Act.
Part of the rationale for not enforcing certifications on some of the non Land Transfer Act Image Only instruments is due to them being more aligned to notifications and ancillary interests, rather than creating or disposing of an absolute interest in land such as a transfer or mortgage. 
When these instruments are prepared in Landonline, the signing button will take you to a screen confirming that ‘This instrument is ready to sign’. There will be no certifications required under the LTA. You will then confirm that ‘I have fully viewed and understand the effect of the documents’.
These instruments will be signed by the client, scanned and attached as part of the instrument. The signing by the solicitor referred to in the previous paragraph is analogous to signing correct for the purposes of the LTA.
(Some documents such as an Order for new Certificate of Title (OCT) do not require certifications as they never needed to be signed by the client. An A&I is not required for an OCT.)
Paper Exceptions

Release 3.1 allows for virtually all instruments to be lodged with LINZ electronically. That leaves us to deal with those that cannot be dealt with electronically. As previously noted these are very low volume instruments that fall into two broad categories…

· Instruments that can’t be readily converted into electronic format e.g. a Forestry licence with an aerial photo attached which means the file size is too large to upload. 
· Historical unregistered Mortgages or Transfers that have been held in escrow and need an accompanying letter explaining why it is not practical to obtain an A&I  form and register electronically.

· Statutory requirement for LINZ to sight the original document e.g. Court Orders with the original seal.
If the instrument does not appear in the list of available instruments in Landonline then it will be a paper exception document by default. You will recall that the best ways to establish if it is one of the 221 instruments is to…
· Check from the drop down list in the Instrument Description part of the Create Dealing screen

· Use the word search from the Select Instruments options on the Create Dealing screen. This will return all instruments that contain the keyword you enter as part of your search criteria.
So for those instruments that aren’t available in Landonline the process is still paper. The document would be prepared in the normal manner and the parties to it would execute in the traditional way with witnessing and signing correct as appropriate.

The dealing must be lodged manually with LINZ using the lodgement abstract form (available on the LINZ website). It must be lodged at a LINZ office using the existing process.

Circumstances may arise where there is a mix of e-capable and paper instruments in the same dealing. While it is preferable to register e-capable instruments electronically, where the solicitor perceives a risk in splitting the dealing where there could be an intervening document or a rejection of component of the whole transaction, then it is permissible to lodge the entire dealing in paper even if some of those instruments are e-dealing capable.

Hint: While it is possible to send the registration fee cheque with the dealing it is best to have it invoiced to your Landonline account. This will avoid a rejection or requisition of your dealing due to the cheque being accidentally omitted or separated from the dealing or being made out for the wrong amount.
